Our Lake Wildwood office has been extremely busy over the last few months with dues collec-

tions and getting ready for the Annual Meeting and Election.  There is a great deal of work that 

goes into those tasks on a daily basis that most residents do not realize.  With the Annual Meeting and Elec-

tion over with, the office staff will have a much needed break to catch back up on day to day and organiza-

tional issues.  Thank you all for your patience over the last few weeks and please tell Kim, Donna, Tammy 

and Cindy how much you appreciate their efforts! 
 

ABM Security started on March 14th and all seems to be going well!  They and some new staff are settling in 

and becoming comfortable with you, the community, the roads and the processes.  I feel ABM has done a fan-

tastic job in making this transition.  The new uniforms are excellent and is a nice change from the previous 

uniforms and they look very professional.  I know as they settle in and have time to implement their ideas, we 

will see these changes having a positive impact on LWW.  Please welcome the new guards that we have 

along with a few of the previous guards back to Lake Wildwood.   

We are still on track for around May 1st to have the automated gates installed at all four entrances/exits.  You 

have probably seen the equipment going in and will continue to see workers at these locations as we get 

closer to ñstart upò.  Please watch the marquees, the website and channel 99 for information on when and the 

process for how we will distribute the transponders to the residents that have paid their dues or are on a pay-

ment plan.  If you have not paid your dues or are on a payment plan, you will have to come through the visitor 

lane to get into Lake Wildwood and will only be able to come in the Main Gate.  You will not be able to come 

in any of the other gates.   If you are current on your dues, you will be able to enter or exit from any of the 

four gates we have.   So if you are not current on your dues, please call or stop by the office to set up a pay-

ment plan.  In addition, if you have not done so, turn in your resident information sheet so we can enter you 

and your guest information into our database.  The office staff has been trained on that process and have be-

gun entering this information.  When the gates are installed and are ready for use,  it will take us all a few 

weeks to iron out all the kinks.  During that time, we will have additional ABM staff on hand to help with is-

sues we may have.  During this time, we would appreciate added patience from you as we work through these 

changes.  This is going to be a fantastic change for LWW by improving security and saving money and we 

look forward to start time! 
 

Spring is approaching and our maintenance staff, Wayne and Ken, will begin to clean up the amenity area.  

They have already cleared the pool bank of the overgrowth that happens every year.  They will soon begin to 

pressure wash the stone and pool decking and work with the Lewisô Lawn Care, who provides our common 

area grounds maintenance, to get us ready for you to use and enjoy.  This includes the pool, putt putt, beach 

and lake areas.  Lewis, for the second year, will keep our common areas cut and cleaned up every two weeks 

and we have contracted with them to provide some additional grass cutting to better improve the looks of 

some of these common areas.
