February Yard of the Month 
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Lake Report

Itôs that time of year again, February thaw.  The waters are warming a little and the fish are 

moving up looking for a snack.  I watched several fishermen this past weekend catch several bass.  One in particular 

caught by a young man in a canoe was quite impressive.  They are hitting on rubber worms and can be found around 

isolated structure.  If you have a fish finder, look for submerged structure like drop offs and stumps.  From what Iôve 

seen so far, the fishing should be quite good this spring.  Be sure to have your LWW ID with you on the lake and 

have a guest pass for all guests. 

We did not lower the lake this year due to a lack of interest.  I received 2 requests to lower the lake, but one was right 

at the time we normally lower the lake and one was after the time that we normally refill the lake.  If you have an 

interest in performing dock and wall repairs, please let us know before January 15th of each year.  Otherwise, plan on 

doing your repairs every other year on even numbered years.  The lake will be lowered starting on January 15th and 

the valve will be closed to refill the lake on February 15th. 

Next month we will take another look at the spring spawn.
